Vietnamese exports logged a double-digit growth performance in the first 15 days of July, at USD12.8 bn (up 16.5% YoY), according tc
preliminary estimates by Vietnam Customs. The nation’s exports kept expanding at double digit growth since January this year. However,
the pace is slowing down as the low base effect fades in 2H. On a monthly basis, exports rose 3.9% MoM, implying that trade data has no.
yet reflected the impact of the current Covid-19 outbreak. Export of key traditional products continued its recovery momentum, while tect
products saw signs of slow down, with the exception of machinery. Specifically, textile and garments, footwear, fishery, and wooc
expanded by 14.9%, 34.8%, 18.1% and 32.1% YoY, respectively. On the other hand, imports surged 36.2% to USD14.6 bn in the citec
period, sending the trade deficit to USD3.1 bn YTD. Imports increased for most raw material categories and intermediaries and is seen as ¢
seasonal factor for the exporting season from late 3Q. Thus, we still expect a trade surplus in 2021. With regards to the ongoing Covid-1¢
outbreak, the Ministry of Health had published the plan for the Covid-19 vaccine rollout in Vietnam for 2021 — 2022. As such, the target was
stated for 50% of people over 18 years old to have at least one dose in 2021, with at least 70% of the Vietnamese population (~175 millior
doses) by Q1/2022. To date, Vietnam has already received more than 10.6 million doses of various COVID-19 vaccines, including 7.1
million doses of AstraZeneca, 2 million doses of Moderna, and 194,200 doses of the Pfizer/BioNTech COVID-19 vaccine. Vietnam has sc
far administered 4,283,906 doses, with 306,475 people receiving two full shots.
